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Abstract: 

Patterns are an effective way to communicate known practices that address common problems.  They are especially useful to capture the wisdom of experts in self-contained chunks for every-day practitioners. Originating in architecture and city planning, patterns have found popularity in the software development community.  More recently they have been applied to security.  But security is a broad area with many dimensions - all of which need to be covered.  In the FAU Secure Systems Research Group, are extending patterns outside the traditional areas of software architecture and design, and have created patterns for standards, attacks, forensics, domain analysis, and physical security.  We are also working on classification formalisms to navigate the field and address questions of coverage.
