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Abstract: 

My talk is in cognitive science, the interdisciplinary study of mind, intelligence, and behavior. We will examine some simple linguistic and visual expressions—sentences and drawings—to identify a few principles that jointly underlie language comprehension and visual perception. Although the talk is not directly related to computer science, it should be of interest to us as possessors of mind and intelligence; moreover, since computer science is a discipline that informs cognitive science, its bearing on these subjects is worthy of discussion.
